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Grants Program

APPLICATION GUIDELINES
1. WHO QUALIFIES AS AN APPLICANT FOR THE YEA GRANTS PROGRAM?
     A.  Charleston County Schools/ Charleston County School District 

     B.  Nonprofit Arts Organizations:
Arts producing, presenting and service organizations and other (non-art) organizations whose arts projects support/benefit youth in Charleston County Schools.


Eligibility:
· Must be chartered in South Carolina as a nonprofit organization or  governmental agency

· Must be located in Berkeley, Charleston or Dorchester Counties

· Applicant must hold a federal tax exempt status or apply through a qualified fiscal agent

     C.  Individual Artists and Artist Groups:   Applicant/s must be professional     artists, who devote a major portion of their time to the practice and production of art through which a livelihood is earned and whose proposal will support/benefit youth in Charleston County.


Eligibility:

· Must have a sponsoring school and/or school district as a collaborative partner in a project/program.

· Must reside in Berkeley, Charleston or Dorchester counties for 6 months prior to the date of application and throughout the grant period.

· Must not be a degree-seeking, full-time undergraduate student during the grant period.  Graduate students are ineligible to apply if academic credit will be earned as a result of the proposed project.  

2. HOW MUCH FUNDING CAN BE REQUESTED FROM THE YEA GRANTS PROGRAM?
     Schools, Non-Profit Arts Organizations, Individual Artists or Artist Groups may request between $500 - $5000  in funds with an in-kind match of performance/volunteer services at the annual Charleston Marathon which funds the YEA. They can only be funded up to two times through this grant program within a five year cycle. Ongoing programs needing continued financial support will have to re-apply each year for up to two years.  Ordinary living expenses during the project are not eligible costs.

3. WHAT TYPES OF REQUESTS WILL THE YEA GRANTS PROGRAM CONSIDER FUNDING?
     A. Multi-disciplined arts projects that increase academic achievement in students through the development of artistic ability/skill and increase participation in the arts. 

     B. Creative arts organizations, arts groups, individual artists, and/or schools that reflect excellence and provide equitable arts access for students.

     C. Assistance for professional development for individual artists and staff of arts-related cultural organizations and schools that serve students in Charleston County.

 Applicants may receive only one annual grant per fiscal year 
(July 1- June 30).
Priority will be given to first time applicants.

Incomplete applications will not be funded.

4. WHAT TYPES OF REQUESTS WILL THE YEA GRANTS PROGRAM NOT CONSIDER FUNDING?

· nonprofessional artists taking part in activities as instructors/performers

· non-art museums (science and natural history) except arts personnel and arts projects sponsored by non-art museums that serve/benefit youth

· activities completed prior to grant period

· tuition for degree programs

· ongoing living expenses

6. HOW DOES ONE APPLY FOR A YEA GRANT?

     To apply for a grant from the YEA, the following must be received on the appropriate deadline date no later than 5:00 p.m.  All materials must be collated as follows:

A. A completed YEA Grants Application, Short-Form A for Schools; YEA Grants Application B, for non-profit organizations, individual artists or artist groups (must be typed or printed).  Only YEA application forms will be accepted for review.

B. Conference or workshop brochure if grant is for attendance

C. Letters of support or letters of commitment from any collaborating partners involved in the  project 

D. Support material such as tapes, slides, scores, films, writing samples as applicable. Original works of art will not be accepted. If work samples are to be returned, a stamped, self- addressed envelope must be enclosed  (must be identified with applicant’s name, title of work, medium/process, date of work dimensions, duration or number of pages)

8. AFTER THE GRANT AWARD:

     Recipients will receive the grant award when the recipient returns the signed contract, which includes stipulations that will require a Final Evaluation and Fiscal Report as well as an Agreement for In-Kind Services for the Charleston Marathon.  Detailed records must be kept so that the comprehensive final report includes a narrative, actual budget, and suitable documentation of the project.  

     The Final Evaluation and Fiscal Report must be submitted no later than 30 days after the project’s completion.  If further time is needed to file the Final Evaluation and Fiscal Report due to circumstances beyond the recipient’s control, a letter requesting an extension must be presented to the YEA Program Committee prior to the deadline for the report. 

      If a project is funded, no changes may be made in the project, activities, personnel or budget without prior consultation with the YEA Program Committee.  Organizations and individuals that misuse YEA funding will lose all rights to apply for any future grant awards.  Grant monies that are not spent during the project must be returned to the YEA with the Final Evaluation and Fiscal Report.  On-site evaluations may be conducted by the YEA Program Committee and/or staff.
